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Dr. Livio Dimitriu is a tenured Professor for Design, and Theory/History at Pratt Institute School of Architecture in New York
since 1981. He is Honorary Advisory Professor at Inje University, Busan-Gimhae/Korea (2018-2023). He has taught internationally
at all levels of Graduate and Undergraduate Design, Theory and History, and Interior Design, and advised for Doctoral Studies at
universities in USA and Asia. Dr. Livio Dimitriu is the founder and president of the Urban Studies and Architecture Institute (est.
1978), a public service and research organization based in New York and at the Palazzo Giusti del Giardino Palace, Verona, Italy.
He is currently the Chief Editor of USA Books, former Senior International Editor of Arhitext Design and Octogon magazines, and
guest member of editorial board for Controspazio magazine/Italy. He served on the Olivetti Foundation Scientific Committee
among many others.

Dr. Dimitriu holds a Ph.D. in Theory and History of Architecture with the highest honors from the University of Architecture
and Urbanism “lon Mincu” where he is Professor Bene Merenti. He holds Honorary Master Architect in Stone from the Antica
Corporazione Arte Pietra in Verona/ltaly (est. 1374), and a B. Arch. from Cooper Union/NYC. He received multiple research
fellowships / grants in the USA, Korea, and Romania. He is a twice recipient of the Senior Fulbright Research Scholar: Europe 2001-
2002, and currently Asia 2021-2022.

He collaborated with OMA/Rem Koolhaas, Peter Eisenman, Colin Rowe, and others, and consulted in industrial design with
Dino Gavina/Carlo Scarpa. He was chief designer for various New York firms focusing on luxury villas, religious, and corporate
projects, and interior design.

Dr. Livio Dimitriu is in private practice since 1978. The projects involve residential, institutional, and religious architecture,
urban design, high-end interior design, industrial and graphic design in USA, Italy, Korea, Japan, and Romania, including over a
hundred and twenty interiors and two Kips Bay Showcase Invitational in NYC. Projects in Europe involve feasibility studies for
high-end housing, historic renovations/restorations, and industrial/graphic design and historic restoration/renovation residential
work in the U.S.A.

His projects received international and national awards, including the First Prize Honor Award, American Institute of
Architects New York Chapter (1985); First Prize Places Competition, Chicago/U.S.A.(1984); Selected twice for the Venice Biennale
(1991 & 1985); Gold Medal Urban Design Cefalu/Italy (1979); First Prize and Bronze Medal for Urban Design, Pavia/Italy (1983);
Honorable Mention Shinkenchiku, Tokyo/Japan (1979); Finalist for Boston Artists’ Housing National USA Competition (1987);
Finalist for Mosque Project/Jeddah, Saudi Arabia, for Mimar International Competition, Singapore (1985); Places | National
Award/USA; and two Keeps Bay Invitationals. Projects were twice selected for the Venice Biennale (1985 and 1987), and exhibited
at the German Architecture Museum, Taipei National Fine Arts Museum, Museum of Finnish Architecture, MoMA/NY, Museum of
Modern Art/Paris, Smithsonian Institution, WA., DC, and scores of other institutions in 28 countries. His work is in the permanent
collection of lon Mincu Architecture Museum, Bucharest, Romania, and in private collections in the USA, Italy, England, Korea, and
Romania.

Dr. Dimitriu held academic/administrative appointments at 22 other universities in North America, Europe, and Asia, including
Program Director for Master of Building Design at Columbia University, and Director of Architecture at the National University for
Architecture and Urbanism “lon Mincu” in Romania. Dr. Dimitriu initiated and implemented a nation-wide pilot program for
changes in architectural education for Romania, sponsored by the US Information Agency. Dr. Dimitriu chaired numerous



international competition juries in Europe, Asia, and the USA, including the National Arhitext Award for Architecture and Interior
Design, Romania, and Colombian Architecture Awards at Cervantes Inst./NY. He was a member of New Orleans AIA Honor Awards
Jury in Architecture, Washington, DC, AIA Honor Awards in Interior Design, and a founding member of the Icelandic School of
Architecture. He served on the Canadian Architecture Accreditation Board. Dr. Dimitriu curated over forty-five premiere
architecture exhibitions: New York Architects, Scarpa, Sartoris, Botta, Gregotti, Figini & Pollini, Purini, Anselmi, Vacchini, Reinhardt
& Reichlin, Studer, Colombian Architecture, Architects in Sicily, Young Architects in Sicily, among others. He consulted for New
York Architecture exhibitions and volumes with the German Architecture Museum, the Taipei National Fine Arts Museum, and
the Ministry of Building Affairs in Spain. He was a founding member of Pamphlet Architecture (1978) and founded the New York
Architects publications / premiere traveling exhibitions (1986-1995).

Dr. Dimitriu authored and co-authored over thirty-five volumes in France, Germany, Korea, ltaly, Iceland, Norway, Romania,
Spain, Switzerland, Taiwan, and the USA. Dr. Dimitriu’s critical writings and projects were published in over two dozen volumes
in that include: Pamphlet Architecture: Stairwells, New York Architects vol. 1, 2, 3, New York Architecture, Architectures for the
Third Millennium, Alberto Sartoris ed il ‘900, Ready Houses, Palimpsests of Stone, Subversive Insertions, The Angel Factory, En
plein air, River of Stone, Projets pour Les Halles, Morgan Library Garden Court, Il mestiere del’architetto, New York Archipelago,
Urban Rooms, The Magic Mountain, Palimpsests of Stone, Of Architecture and Captive Landscapes, Architecture: Bodies of Space,
Arkis Monograph. The volume Forbidden Tales was published in the USA, Korea, and Romania, (2017, 2018, 2019), and will be
published in Mandarin Chinese edition, USA Books (2023). He wrote the introduction for Rem Koolhaas Delirious New York, lon
Mincu University Press, Bucharest (2018); introduction for Natural Elements/Environmental Architecture with Arvinius Editors,
Norway (2019). Dr. Dimitriu contributed articles and projects to over a hundred magazines and newspapers around the world,
with TV and radio programs in the USA, Italy, Switzerland, and Romania.

Dr. Dimitriu is currently completing a new volume on architecture and the arts Janus the Other: Essays on Carlo Scarpa (2023).
The volume will appear simultaneously in four editions in English, Mandarin Chinese, Korean, and Romanian.
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
