These
are not counted toward a degree until a formal application is made and the student has been accepted to a degree program. If you plan to
matriculate at a later time, you must make your advisor aware of your intent so you can be properly advised.

e International students: Your eligibility to take courses as non-matriculated student depends on the type of visa you hold. Please contact the Office
of International Affairs at oia@pratt.edu or 718-636-3674 for more information.
